Dear Students and Parents in Grade 1,

I would like to welcome you all to the upcoming academic year and introduce myself to the families who are new to HIS.

I am a fully qualified teacher who has been teaching for over 25 years, including 9 years at H.I.S. and 19 in England, where I became an Early Years specialist. 

My previous years at HIS were spent teaching K2 and Grade 1, and they were very rewarding! I believe young children are very stimulating and exciting to teach and I am looking forward to meeting and getting to know the new students!

There are some items, which the children should come to school with on the first day: 

1.     A plastic folder to carry reading books, school letters and papers. This must be brought to school every day (even when we go out on trips). 

2.    A pair of slippers/indoor shoes. These can be kept in school overnight.

3.    A pencil case containing at least 3 HB writing pencils, colouring pencils, pencil sharpener, marker pens, glue stick, scissors and rubber. All items must be marked with your child’s name or initial.  The pencil case will go home every day. This is to give you the opportunity to sharpen pencils and provide any missing items from the case.

4.    A school bag, big enough to carry the plastic folder, the lunch box, the drink and any other items. A painting shirt or smock, which covers the body and arms. 

5.    A drink in a resealable flask or bottle. It is important that the children are able to have a drink whenever they are thirsty.

6.    A packed lunch. This should be easy for your child to manage. The children must eat their lunch in no longer than 20 minutes, so please think about how much food you provide. * The students won’t need a packed lunch on the first day!

7.     A morning snack. This could be a piece of fruit, a yogurt or some vegetable. The children have no more than 5 minutes in which to eat this.

8.    Kr.200,- contribution to our class fund. The fund is used to finance field trips, events and activities throughout the school year.

The PYP Information and Election evening will be on 1st September at 18:00. I very much look forward to meeting everyone on the 17th August. On this first day school will start at 8:55, as usual, and end at 10:30. In the meantime if you have any questions/comments about the listed items, please contact the school office and they will pass the message on to me.
