The student does not reach a standard described by any of the descriptors below.

1–2

The student demonstrates very limited appreciation of the text and topic, and little or no understanding of the author’s choices. There is almost no detail, development or support.

In creative work, pieces show limited imagination or energy or sensitivity; the student only rarely employs even simple literary techniques, or includes / uses literary and/or non-literary features that do not serve the context or intention and lacks any searching quality.

The use of even simple terminology is missing, inconsistent and/or incorrect. There has been little or no development of this skill.

3–4

The student demonstrates only limited appreciation of the text and topic, and only occasionally shows an understanding of the author’s choices. Detail, development and/or support are insufficient even though there was a simple attempt at providing this.

In creative work, pieces show relatively limited imagination or sensitivity; the student attempts to use literary and/or non-literary techniques; these sometimes serve the context and intention of the creative work but could not be described as searching.

The use of terminology is only rarely accurate and appropriate. Development has been poor in this area.

5–6

The student demonstrates a sufficient appreciation of the text and topic, and more often than not shows some understanding of the author’s choices, and includes adequate simple detail, development and support.

In creative work, pieces reflect some energy or imagination and sensitivity; the student employs some simple literary and/or non-literary techniques that serve the context and intention of the work and reveal a degree of searching in the approach to the task(s).

Basic terminology is usually accurate and appropriate. There are some positive indications development-wise.

7–8

The student demonstrates a good appreciation of the text, topic and the author’s choices, revealing some significant detail, development and support although at a fairly simple level.

In creative work, pieces reflect energy or imagination and sensitivity; the student employs simple literary and/or non-literary techniques, but with a degree of accomplishment that serves the context and intention quite well. The student’s work additionally has the quality of being quite searching.

Relevant basic terminology is used accurately and appropriately. There has been steady development in this skill area.

9–10

The student demonstrates a perceptive or thoughtful appreciation of the text, topic and the author’s choices, using some illustrative detail, development and support with a degree of consistency. The student may reveal the ability to deliver the qualities outlined above with a degree of sophistication.
In creative work, pieces reflect a lot of energy or imagination and sensitivity; and the student employs literary and/or non-literary features fairly effectively and in a searching way, so that they serve the context and intention well.

The student shows a sophisticated command of relevant basic terminology, uses it appropriately. and work additionally shows evidence of significant development in this skill.

The student employs a very limited range of appropriate vocabulary, idiom and sentence structure. There are very frequent errors in grammar and syntax, which persistently hinder communication. There is little evidence of development since year 1.

There is little or no evidence of a register and style that serve the context and intention.

There are very frequent errors in punctuation and spelling, which persistently hinder communication. In oral/presentation work there is little or no competence or development in oratory technique.
3-4

The student employs a limited range of appropriate vocabulary, idiom and simple sentence structures. There are frequent errors in grammar and syntax, which hinder communication. Evidence of skill development is revealed only sporadically.

There is some evidence of a register and style that serve the context and intention.

There are frequent errors in punctuation and spelling, which hinder communication. In oral/presentation work there is some competence and development in oratory technique.

Punctuation and spelling are generally accurate; occasional errors sometimes hinder communication. In oral/presentation work there is adequate competence and development in oratory technique.
7-8

The student employs a range of appropriate vocabulary, idiom and sentence structure. Grammar and syntax are mainly accurate; occasional errors rarely hinder communication. There has been development in these areas since year 1.

The student mainly uses a register and style that serve the context and intention.

Punctuation and spelling are generally accurate; occasional errors rarely hinder communication. In oral/presentation work there is a good level of competence and development in oratory technique.
9-10

The student employs a wide and effective range of age-appropriate vocabulary, idiom and sentence structure. Grammar and syntax are rarely inaccurate; very infrequent errors do not hinder communication. There has clearly been development in this area since year 1.

The student uses an appropriate register and an appropriate style that serve the context and intention.

Punctuation and spelling are almost completely accurate; very infrequent errors do not hinder communication. In oral/presentation work there is a high level of competence and skill development in oratory technique.
