Dear Grade 2 parents,

Prior to the Information Evening at 18.00 on Tuesday 1st September, I would like to take the opportunity to let you know how the first week has gone in Grade 2 and inform you of the arrangements for Grade 2 on Sports Day.

It will hopefully also lead to further collaboration later on in the school year.
