Homework in Grade 2

I suggest setting aside 20 – 30 minutes each evening for homework. It should be a time when your child can be free from other disturbances and able to concentrate. Each Tuesday I will email you an overview of the homework for the week. 

Homework activities in one week 

1. Reading. This will be from a levelled reading book or, once your child is a proficient reader, a book chosen from the classroom library or the school library. Students are responsible for changing their reading books regularly with my help at school. Book titles are to be recorded in the Green Reading Record (levelled readers) or Red Reading Records (Independent Readers). They can also record other books they have read. Please keep the reading record and reading book in the folder so they come to school each day – we use them for silent reading too.
2. Writing. Once a week there will be a written activity. Please ensure your child reads through written work before handing it in to be sure he/she can read it to me. Spelling and grammar does not have to perfected/corrected at this stage. We practise editing writing in class.

3. Maths number activity. Handed in each THURSDAY
4. Other maths activity. Handed in each MONDAY
5. Unit of Inquiry research/activity– most usually an extension of a class lesson.  Handed in each MONDAY
Homework may require use of a computer or access to Internet.

There may also be homework set in Specialist lessons – information will be given by the Specialist teachers.
So the weekly homework timetable might look like this:
