IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR K2
LUNCH BOX

We would like the children to bring their lunches in named boxes/bags. Please pack a sensible lunch, which is both healthy and easy for your child to manage.

Please provide an easy to open water bottle so that the child has access to water during the day. Please do not send sweet or fizzy drinks.

SNACKS

We have a short Snack Time during the morning. A piece of fruit/vegetable or 2-3 crackers/biscuits and a drink should be provided for the morning snack.  Please pack Snack items separate from Lunches in order to avoid confusion. 

HOUSE SHOES/SLIPPERS

Please provide a pair of house shoes/slippers for your child to keep at school and remember to check them regularly – children’s feet grow rapidly and last year’s shoes may not fit! Also, make sure that you label all articles of clothing that your child will be taking off/putting on at school e.g. boots, coats, gloves etc.

OUTDOOR SHOES

Please do not send your child to school in shoes/boots with laces unless they can fasten them without help. The children must change into outdoor shoes at every Break Time. However the Breaks are only 10 minutes long and some children take most of this time fastening their shoes. Please make it easy for your child to be independent.

PE KIT

K2 have a Specialist teacher for PE (Physical Education). The children will need a PE kit consisting of shorts and t-shirt. (If you wish, NGG shorts and T-shirts may be purchased from the main NGG Office – however they are not compulsory) Most lessons will take place in the Gym and are usually done in bare feet but ‘ballet-type’ shoes may be worn. In the summer, suitable outdoor shoes may be needed.
PAINTING SHIRTS

Some activities can be quite messy, so in order to protect their clothes, could you please provide your child with a painting apron/overall, preferably with long sleeves and elastic cuffs. 
CLASS FUND

Special events and activities e.g. cooking or class trips require additional funds. We would like to ask for a donation of 200kr  in August and possibly a further 100kr in January.
PENCILS ETC

Throughout the school (except for K1), children are asked to provide their own pencils etc. In K2 we would like each child to have a small pencil case containing:
- 2 pencils

- 12 coloured pencils

- pencil sharpener

- glue stick 

- eraser

- scissors

(Please do not provide markers/felt pens as we do not use these in our schoolwork)

OPEN HOUSE

Throughout the year, parents will be invited along to K2 to see and hear what your children have been learning, to participate in some activities with your child, and to look through your child’s Portfolio.

BACKPACK/BAGS

Your child will need a backpack/bag large enough to hold their lunch and snack boxes, drink bottle and A4 size plastic ‘Reading Book Folders’. Please do not send ‘trolley type’ bags as they do not fit in the cloakroom cubby.
LIBRARY BOOKS

Books from the Library are borrowed each week. Please take care of the book he/she borrows. Lost or damaged books must be paid for. Remember to return the book each week. We will inform you when K2 will be visiting the Library. 
READING BOOKS

An A4 plastic pocket/folder will be provided for homework and reading books. The reading books are part of a graded reading scheme. Please take care of these books as parents will have to pay for any damaged or lost books. 
CONTACT BOOK
Each student has a blue contact book. The contact book is essential for the flow of information between teachers and the parents. You can use this book for letting the teacher know that your child has been ill or that you would like a conference with a particular teacher, etc.  The teachers use the contact book to keep parents informed or to set up face-to-face meetings
ILLNESS 

As a general principle, children should not be brought to school if they are unable to cope with a normal day in K2.

We ask that you observe the ‘24 hour rule’ as specified in the school handbook i.e. children should not return to school until 24 hours after their illness has gone. (This especially applies to children with fever, vomiting or diarrhoea.)
If your child becomes ill at school, you will be contacted and asked to come and collect them or make other arrangements for collection. Please remember to complete and return a ‘K2 Personal Information’ form and ensure that we have up to date telephone numbers. (Form will be given out at start of year)
In case of an accident or emergency resulting in the need for immediate medical aid, you will be contacted and the child will be taken to receive medical attention. 

If your child is absent from school, you must phone the school Office.
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
