IT Rules at NGG/HIS
School Equipment

· The school PC’s are meant for educational purposes and should primarily be used for that purpose.

· It is not allowed to unplug cables from the school’s stationary PCs or connections – not even if it is only temporary. 

· Food and drinks are NOT allowed while using the school’s PCs.

Own portable PC

· The school’s internet is intended for educational purposes and it is not allowed to download any non-education-related material from the school’s net.
It is forbidden to use your PC to share illegal material.

· You may only use the school’s hotspot-network with your own PC. All the school’s other networks are exclusively for the use for the school’s stationary and portable PCs. Login with your own portable PC on the school’s other network will therefore be considered vandalism.  A login on these networks will require direct illegal hacking of the school’s equipment or disclosing/selling of user name/password from the hacker.

· It’s not allowed to give user name and access code to others.
In case of unlawful acts the person in whose name the unlawful act has been made will be considered responsible for the act. This means that if others log on with your user name and your access code you are responsible for their acts. If you suspect that others have found out your access code you must arrange to have it changed.

If you lend your PC to others you will have to ensure that it’s not logged on. Otherwise the other user can work on the Internet in your name!

Generally
· The Danish laws and rules concerning intellectual property right and copyright are also in force in the school, and a violation may lead to a police report. This also applies to other illegal behavior on the Internet.

· The school’s sanctions for violating the study- and code of conduct rules apply of course also to violating the IT rules – including vandalism. In relation to breaches of IT rules, this may lead to withdrawal of all access in school, including a ban on bringing your own computer, for a shorter or longer period.
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
