As part of our collaboration with the Kidney Foundation we are launching our Kidney Foundation Art Project  ‘Spring flowers’ this week. The classes involved are K1, K2, Grade 1, Grade 2, Grade 3 and Grade 4. 

Students will be working both individually and collaboratively on pieces for exhibition in 8 Dialysis Centres across Denmark. The Centres will each select a favourite piece to enter a competition and the winning two pieces of work will be printed as posters and cards for the Kidney Foundation.
As part of this project there will be work in the PYP classrooms from now until 23rd April using a variety of media including pencils, water colours, oil pastels and acrylics.  We have invited a local artist and former HIS teacher, Liz Moore to visit PYP classrooms and hold some art workshops to develop techniques for students to use in their artwork. The workshop is booked for Thursday 18th March. We also have a small group of artistic parent helpers to assist teachers for the duration of the project. As some of the work will be with acrylic paint, we ask that students ‘dress down’ during this time period and particularly on the day of the Workshops – 18th March. Acrylic paint is rather difficult to wash off clothes, should an accident happen. 
Our pasta and pizza fundraising has purchased small individual canvases for each student and one large canvas per class. All individual pieces will be returned to their creators at the end of the exhibition.

We look forward to an exciting, creative few weeks in PYP!
