	1. NARRATIVE

Core: New Oxford English 1 (Module 1)

Extensions: 1: Fantasy Environments: 20,000 Leagues under the Sea; The Little Prince; Myths, Legends and monsters; The Little Mermaid by HC Andersen - revisited; Creation Myths by Ted Hughes.

2: Library: Choose your own novels to review.


	Through age-appropriate resources, students will learn about the nature and variety of storytelling and story settings, developing their knowledge and understanding of Language A. They will learn about authors and their intentions and respond to questions about them. They will compare and contrast texts.
	Students will write simple narratives of their own, will strive to set out their ideas in a coherent and logical manner, and will learn to use techniques such as referencing and quoting when it is appropriate to do so.
	Students will strive to write articulately (in all contexts) and to use language (for example the meanings of words) accurately. Students will learn to write in a variety of styles to suit the purpose of the writing. Sentence structure, grammar and spelling will be worked on and both developed and improved.

	2. POETRY

Core: N.O.E. 1

(Module 2)

Extensions: 1: Introduction to Lines in the Sand – war poetry

2: Library: Find poetry to read and report back on.

3: Write poetry.

4. Translating Chinese poetry – using a worked example.
	Students will ultimately learn how to create poetry, which has a particular purpose related to well-being and the impact of conflicts on children. They will first study the qualities of different types of poetry – including war poetry. They will experience the steps involved in translating poetry from picture to alphabetic script.
	Students will learn how to invent and construct poetic writing from simple beginnings. They will learn how to create new effects by experimenting with the way they write their ideas. They will comment on the work of established poets. They will follow a translation process.
	Students will develop writing outwith formal boundaries to express their concerns, feelings and opinions and to describe events and people. They will learn how to use a variety of terms and expressions to create effects and impacts through original writing. They will experience translation.

	3. NON-FICTION

Core: N.O.E. 1

(Module 3)

Extensions: 1: Library: explore the non-fiction section
	Students will learn the terminology relating to language used for non-fiction purposes, such as persuasion and giving information. Students will produce writing with a “non-literary” focus and purpose – for example about reading habits. Students will consider how libraries assist in learning and how they help humanity to develop new skills.


	Students will learn to structure non-literary linguistic forms (written and spoken) and to organise their writing and speaking coherently and logically.


	In non-fiction contexts, students will learn that language can have a wide range of purposes, including to narrate (link to unit 1), describe, explain, argue, persuade, inform, express feelings (link to unit 2) and entertain (link to unit 4). Appreciating the value of the correct use of language in a range of forms will be underlined in this unit.

	4. DRAMA

Core: N.O.E. 1:

(Module 4)

Extensions: 1: Adapting a familiar work to become a play
	Students will study a range of qualities of drama scripts through extracts and will become familiar with some of the specific terminology and qualities of language A through these texts. Students will produce an entertaining mini-play script from a familiar source to serve others by entertaining them.


	Students will begin to learn how to use their critical faculties in order to appreciate the structure of familiar pieces of simple writing in drama form.  Students will study the specific conventions related to writing in play script / film script form.
	Language will be used expressively in an appropriate dramatic form. Issues of accuracy and correctness will be explored in the context of dramatic form. Register, vocabulary and idiom will be first explored and then applied in the context of using language and presentation to entertain.

	5. LANGUAGE STUDY

Extensions: 1: The Oxford Advanced Learner’s Dictionary

2: Writing an essay: Junior Version
	Working with the terminology of words: word classes, etc. Gain knowledge and be able to give examples and respond to tasks such as classifying words with the help of the dictionary.
	Organise ideas through paragraphing, setting paragraphs together to create essays, and appreciating the universal role of critical apparatus in writing about any subject in any organised form.
	The main weight of this unit is in working at learning more about punctuation, spelling, origins of words, dialects, sentence structures, grammar and how these objectives all interact.
