	5. Know your places! Europe and the World


	Develop and improve a simple awareness of places in Europe and in the wider world. Use this knowledge with confidence. Associate this knowledge with previous learning. Use this knowledge to prime reception of future learning and approach future learning with more confidence as a result.
	Show global (and continental) awareness of place and space and how places and spaces form a Europe- and World-wide range of human and natural patterns. Learn that there are many similarities and differences between places at each of these scales.
	Demonstrate simple technical skills and hone them until they can be used with confidence. Develop an awareness of the values and limitations of the Atlas as a source of information. 
	Produce well drawn annotated maps with both teacher- and self- directed basic information on them. Produce hand-made maps (on teacher-produced outlines) that reveal simple logic in the way they should be read; and that are user-friendly. Do a presentation based on reflection on this unit.
