	To develop on the foundations laid in year 1 by experiencing a new range of settings, choices, features, contexts and responses stimulated by age-appropriate core work and literature texts. To appreciate interdisciplinary links by looking at some texts linked to a Humanities theme. To explore whether islands can have distinctive characteristics. To explore new territory in personal reading – and develop new responses to these fresh stimuli.
	Students will develop their ability organise their own writing, reading, speaking, listening, presenting and viewing to meet gradually increasing demands. They will work on improving the degree of coherence in their writing. Students will encounter a greater range of sources – and be challenged to think, speak and write critically about how these are organised.
	The main objective here will be to derive new vocabulary, sentence structures, and ideas from the varied source material and apply in an age-appropriate way these stimuli to their own writing. There will be an ongoing requirement to reach the highest possible standards of accuracy in all aspects of writing, speaking, etc. in relation to age and stage.
