	1. Narrative

Core: New Oxford English 3 (Module 1)

Extensions: 1: Stories featuring the young in school environments: The Wave, Lord of the Flies (as a film script).

Extension 2: Reading and reviewing library books.
	Students should appreciate, comment on, and respond both critically and creatively (by producing reviews and stories for example) to the language, content, structure, meaning and significance of both familiar and previously unseen age-appropriate written texts about young people at home and school.
	Students write and present pieces that employ organizational structures / conventions in a variety of forms, showing that they have organized their ideas and arguments in a sustained, coherent, logical manner, while thinking critically about the subject.
	Students will further develop the ability to use language to narrate, describe, explain, argue, persuade, inform, entertain, express feelings - and begin to analyse, which is a higher level skill. They will use language accurately and appropriately.

	2. Poetry

Core: New Oxford English 3 (Module 2)

Extensions: 1: Song, poetry and the community.

Extension 2: The Dead Poets’ Society (film).
	Students should learn to appreciate and comment on the language, content, structure, meaning and significance of both familiar and previously unseen age-appropriate oral and written texts, and write poetry.
	Students create original work and invent organizational structures to enhance self-expression. Ideas should be sustained, coherent and logical, and relate to serving the community.
	Students will improve their ability to use language to express feelings about issues more widely and universally, beginning by analysing the poetry and lyrics of others.

	3. Non-fiction

Core: New Oxford English 3 (Module 3)

Extensions: 1: Diary as autobiography: Anne Frank’s voice – a warning from history.

Extension 2: Biography and autobiography in the library.
	Learn that writing can reach across time and that non-literary texts can be just as brilliantly written as fiction can. Study the language, structure, content, meaning and significance of a young writer’s work. Set new targets for improving your own writing based on the qualities in evidence.
	Create targets relating to organizational and language development of a variety of types of writing and speaking. Organize new aims in a coherent manner, and thereby develop the skill(s) needed for constructive self-criticism.
	Students will begin to analyse their own work by using existing examples of good practice in language to set targets to better narrate, describe, explain, argue, persuade, inform, entertain and express feelings.

	4. Drama

Core: New Oxford English 3 (Module 4)

Extensions: 1: Romeo and Juliet – a warning from Shakespeare, in both modern and historical contexts.

Extension 2: Gregory’s Girl: Romance can also be fun.

Extension 3: How well is drama represented in the school library?
	Students should learn to appreciate and comment on the language, content, structure, meaning and significance of both familiar and previously unseen age-appropriate visual, oral and written texts. Students should write purposefully, for example by writing film reviews when responding to films. Students will analyse critical writing in essay form about film as a medium.
	Students will create work such as film reviews.

Students will organize their ideas and arguments in a sustained, coherent and logical manner and will study the way others have done this in the same context. Students will study an appropriate critical essay comparing two film adaptations of the same stage play.


	Students will improve their ability to use language to narrate, describe, explain, argue, persuade, inform, entertain, express feelings and begin to analyse. They will continue to learn to appreciate that “correct” language comes in many styles and that versatility is a key factor in learning to use language accurately.

	5. Language Study

Core: New Oxford English 3 (Language Study inserts)

Extensions: 1: Discovering Grammar: grammar “by the book”.

Extension 2: Learning more about the Dewey Decimal Classification.

Extension 3: Inquiry: How do students study language and what do students read in other countries? Five case studies in groups: China, Japan, Kenya, Brazil, and the UK.
	Students will strive to understand and apply language A terminology in this context. Students will respond to the way that knowledge is organised in libraries. Students will investigate and report on their findings about the way language is studied / learned in other schools / systems, in other countries, in other languages, using five predetermined case studies, complementing elements of the MYP 3 Humanities course.


	Students will show appreciation of the need for organizational structures and conventions when coping with the extent of types of learning, knowledge and language. Improving organisation of thoughts is a key step in the development of better critical thinking and better use of critical techniques and approaches. Students will improve their grasp of why language learning is organised in particular ways.
	Develop more accurate, relevant, appropriate, grammatically correct forms and styles of language to answer questions, narrate, describe, explain, argue, persuade, inform, entertain, express feelings and begin to analyse linguistic ability. Learn to use idiom better and to be more “register-aware”. Broaden vocabulary and its correct use. Improve sentence construction. Begin to experience organisation of other, unfamiliar languages.
