How does social isolation affect the way people think?

Individuals experiencing oppression or disadvantage react adversely to social pressures.
	Students should appreciate, comment on, and respond both critically and creatively to these novels of social isolation and deprivation, in most cases by (to them) unfamiliar authors. Students should produce reviews and responses and relate to the language, content, structure, meaning and significance of these works. Students should explore the psychology of social isolation, and the relevance of mental state to well-being, through these works. 
	Students write and present pieces that employ organizational structures / conventions in a variety of forms, showing that they have organized their ideas and arguments in a sustained, coherent, logical manner, while thinking critically about the social and health issues raised by the subjects that these novels deal with.
	Students will further develop the ability to use language to narrate, describe, explain, argue, persuade, inform, entertain, express feelings – and also further develop (and deepen) their ability to analyse language and meaning, which is a higher-level skill that was first introduced in year 3. They will use language increasingly accurately and appropriately.

	Students create more challenging original work and invent more complex or sophisticated organizational structures to enhance self-expression. Ideas should be sustained, coherent and logical, and should serve the community by being worth publishing, or performing at school events.
	Students will improve their ability to express feelings about issues more widely and deeply, by analysing - more deeply than before - more mature works that have been recognised as “great”.  Students will redraft and correct their work assiduously and publish / perform it to a wider public.

 Can one learn to improve by collecting the work of others?

Absorbing examples of excellence supports learning.
	Students will continue to improve the standard of language and terminology used to convey their grasp of content.  A diverse range of topics will challenge the students to respond: eyewitness accounts; the role of the critic; the use of subject-specific terms in a range of subjects; and the selection of an anthology. 
	Create targets relating to organizational and language development of a variety of types of writing and speaking. Organize new ideas and topics in a coherent manner, and further polish the skills needed for constructing / referencing / a bibliography to an anthology.
	Students will deepen and develop the ability to analyse the works of others by correctly selecting and electronically assembling and presenting a set of appropriate printed materials to convincingly and accurately support a theme. They will select appropriate and varied materials.

	Students will improve and develop their ability to analyse the significance of events and locations. They will learn to utilise purpose and style more harmoniously to generate the correct analysis of each new setting, mood or encounter.
