	Area of Interaction Focus

	1. The Psychology of Separation: Apartheid in South Africa.


	Develop knowledge from literary as well as factual sources. Use novels and extracts from biographies to generate ideas for discussion of issues. Fact or fiction? Can fiction imitate reality? Learn the facts and the psychological impacts of race-based separate development.
	Students will be expected to be conversant with the five main Humanities concepts, which will be identified and weighed up and then, after discussion of the knowledge gained, rank-ordered in terms of relevance to this broad-spectrum issue. This will deepen / enhance insight.


	Students will improve their technical, analytical, decision-making and investigative skills by careful and thorough use of the resources provided to support the teaching of this unit.  
	Students will listen to introductions and summaries, answer questions, write and speak, participate in debate-style discussions about the issues raised by the separation of the races South African style, and generate well organised written and illustrated material – fully referenced when appropriate.

	2. Physical Geography:

Revisiting the landscape:

Rivers, coasts, glaciers and the rocks that they interact with.
	Derive knowledge from a core text source, of some of the main features of the physical world.
	By studying this unit the concepts of change, time, places, spaces, and awareness of global systems will be better understood.
	Technical and analytical skills will be at the heart of this unit.
	Carefully presented, relevant responses to written and video input will be expected.

	3. Politics and justice or social engineering? Free speech or propaganda? Total control? The “Empire of Revolution” and its century of communism: the rise and fall of the USSR. The mandatory duty to serve a collective system: positive or negative?


	Students will develop knowledge from literary as well as factual (for example core text) sources. They will use two novel s (by Orwell and Solzhenitsyn) and extracts from biographies – Tsar Nicholas, Lenin, Stalin, and Trotsky for example - to generate ideas prior to discussion of these issues. 
	The five main Humanities concepts will be considered relevant in relation to this epoch-making issue. This will enhance understanding. The issues will be relevant in designing  / selecting material for assessment – as is often the case in Humanities.


	Students will improve their technical, analytical, decision-making and investigative skills by the careful and thorough use of the core text and the additional resources that are provided to support the teaching of this unit.  
	Students will listen to introductions and summaries. Students will further develop their presentation techniques, and participate in debate-type activities about the issues raised by totalitarian systems that control the development of communities and dictate the roles of individuals within these communities.

	4. Human Geography:

Population, settlement patterns, the built environment, urban growth patterns and urbanisation in the developing world will all be visited / revisited / reinforced during this unit.


	This unit will expect the learning of a broad range of knowledge about the geography of settlement - and will examine urban areas as built environments as a counterbalance to the natural environments studied earlier.
	Place and space awareness, and an awareness of the connections between local patterns and global systems and changes, will be at the heart of this unit.


	Technical and analytical skills will be at the heart of this unit, while decision-making and investigative skills will be practised to a lesser extent while working through the core text.
	Carefully presented, relevant responses to written and video input will be expected. Mini-presentations will be expected so that students practise the skill of presenting points to ach other and the teacher.

	5. The “Evil Eye” of the Storm? 

Peace, Civics and the Great Depression in the USA between the two world wars.

Looking back.
	In this unit, students are expected to learn that the current depression is not the first in history and that there may be some relationship between economic depressions and wars that is difficult to grasp - but that a mechanism exists.
	To understand that the five main Humanities concepts are relevant in relation to this issue, which in a sense predicts the current 2009-2010 economic crisis. This will enhance understanding of the present by studying the past – change over time. 
	Students will further improve their technical, analytical, decision-making and investigative skills through the careful and thorough use of the resources used to support the teaching of this unit.  
	Students will respond to introductions and summaries, and will be expected to provide their own oral or written summaries and answers at specific points in the unit. Students will discuss the responses / solutions / to the Great Depression of the 1930’s.

	6. Social Engineering? 

The Politics and Sociology of planning and managing change in local communities: the focus will be on the example of the UK. This will be compared with the experience of Denmark in the areas of urban and regional planning policies.
	Knowledge of the working of the local democratic process, as it applies to urban development, is critical to success in understanding the point of this unit.

Students need to learn how cities evolve – with or without planned change, and / or / civic participation.


	Students grasp that place and space, change, and awareness of the connections between local patterns of “dying cities” and global changes in the functions of cities (what they offer their and their country’s citizens) - are at the heart of this unit.


	Decision-making and investigative skills will be improved while working through this unit.

Technical and analytical skills will also be used in this unit, particularly to respond to the initial material in the core textbook.
	Group presentations – role played - will be expected so that students practise the skill of presenting points to each other and to the teacher.

Relevant responses to written and video input will be expected.

	7. Revisiting transferable skills prior to MYP Year 5: 

Mapping, graphing and other Humanities-focused visual-graphic tools are reviewed and taken to a higher level.
	Revisit how knowledge can be shown on - and taken from - diagrams, texts and maps.
	Reinforce that maps can show change over time, place and space and offer a path towards enhanced global awareness.
	Exercise / Practise / Reinforce / technical skills that will be of value in Year 5 Humanities.
	Produce confident, competent answers to questions and respond effectively to tasks. Produce an evaluation at the end of the unit and present it to the teacher.
