Dear Parents,

I will be the teacher of your child in Grade 2 and would like to take the opportunity to introduce myself properly before term begins. 

I am English (have you heard of Leeds?!) and moved to Denmark in August 2009 to be with my Danish girlfriend. I completed a Post Graduate Certificate in Primary Education at Leeds University and have been teaching children in primary schools for the last 8 years, mainly 7-11 year olds. I am also qualified in TEFL (Teaching English as a Foreign Language). 

I am very much looking forward to my second year as the Grade 2 class teacher. Grade 2 is an exciting year where skills acquired in Grade 1 are developed and consolidated. Students are well on their way to becoming fully equipped to find out about the world around them through the school’s new curriculum, the IPC. 

I am very much looking forward to meeting you and your child on the first school day – Thursday 8.55 on 11th August. I will meet you in the Grade 2 classroom. The first day is a short introductory day, ending at 10.30, but the next day will be back to the normal school day, until 14.30. The children should come to school on the first day with pencil cases equipped with writing pencils, a pencil sharpener, colour pencils and pens, scissors, eraser, ruler and a glue stick. You are welcome to come in and help your child put his/her belongings away on this first day. Drop off and pick up is in the school aula after the first day to reduce congestion on the corridor.

On the Friday and  on all other school days, students should also bring their lunch in a lunchbox and a filled water bottle. If you feel your child will have difficulty waiting until 11.30 to eat then please place an emergency snack inside the lunchbox for him/her to take if necessary. All personal items should be clearly marked with the child´s name. There may be some further items you will need to supply at the beginning of the year; I will inform you of these at the Information Evening (date to follow). All parents are asked to pay DKK 200 towards a class fund to be used for class trips.

In the first full week there will be plenty of activities to enable the class to become familiar with the daily routine, each other and the classroom, as well as activities designed to find out what they can do. Please check the class timetable (which will be put on the Grade 2 page on the school website) so you will be able to see when you need to send PE kits etc.
