Dear MYP 3 Parents and Students!
A very warm welcome to all the MYP 3 families at HIS! I hope you are all ready for an interesting and fun-filled year of learning!  As well as being your homeroom teacher for the year I will be teaching MYP 3 Performing ARTS.  Below you will find more information and some general school supplies that are required for the school year.
First, a little about the teacher!  My name is Karin Swiegers and I have been working at HIS since September 2008. I’m a South African, married and have three beautiful children. I love spending time with my family, being outdoors, playing piano and especially going for runs in the forest! Prior to moving to Denmark last June I lived and worked as a music teacher for about 4 years in Adelaide, Australia.  I was very excited to move to Denmark as I have Danish roots in my family! Up to now it has been a great experience and I do hope we stay for a long time! 

All pupils in MYP 3 must have the following materials for the academic year:

· Language A: a lined notebook for rough work in class; single sheets of paper, either lined or plain A4, an English dictionary. For people whose mother tongue is other than English- a twin set of mother tongue / English + English / mother tongue dictionaries. 

· Humanities: a lined notebook for rough work in class; single  sheets of paper, either lined or plain A4,  depending on whether it is handwritten or computer printed final draft or hand-in
· Science: a lined notebook to take down the notes in class; a folder to keep all the individual sheets and loose papers (e.g. lab and research reports, test papers etc)   

· Maths: a squared notebook; a folder to keep all the individual sheets and loose papers; a geometry box set which contains, protector, ruler, set square, sharpener, eraser, pencil and divider, compass, a maths calculator (minimum specification Ti 30), mobile phones cannot be the substitute for the calculator. 
· Physical Education:  Tee-shirt/shorts or track pants/gym shoes/towel for showers

· Arts: (Visual and Performing) : 2 x A4 hardback sketch books which they can either purchase themselves or buy for DKK 10 per book from the teacher.  

· A fully equipped pencil case with pencils, pens, sharpener, glue, ruler, tape and coloured pencils.

All students  should continue to use their current contact book.  If it is lost, please purchase a new one at the HIS office. It is necessary that students have their contact book with them every day as it serves as an important communication tool between teachers and parents (for example parents can use this book to notify a teacher about a child’s absence, convey concerns about a student, request a meeting with a teacher etc.).
We are requesting each student to contribute DKK 200 towards the cost of class activities.  You may send this with your child at your earliest convenience.  Thank you in advance!

An information evening for parents will be held on Thursday 3 September 2009.  I encourage you all to come along to this meeting as you will have a chance to meet with you child’s  teachers and learn more about the years’ curriculum. There is also public access to some of the IB’s own information about the MYP (as a 5-year programme) at www.ibo.org. It is a great source of valuable background information about our curriculum and our aims in the widest sense.
