Dear students and parents of Grade 3,

My name is Siobhán Murrin, I moved to Denmark 7 years ago after spending a semester studying at Roskilde University. I have a BA in Music and Education, a Diploma in Teaching English as a Foreign Language (TEFL) and a Post Graduate Certificate in Education. I have taught in England, as well as for 5 years here in Denmark. 

I will be teaching the IPC units, maths, literacy, ICT and art and there are specialist teachers for Danish, Drama, Music and PE.  A timetable will be posted outside the classroom for the start of term. Each day a visual timetable will be posted on the white board to ensure the class is prepared for the day’s lessons.
